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FERRARI-CARANO FUME BLANC RANKS HIGHEST IN THE 
AMERICAN WINE SOCIETY NATIONAL TASTING PROJECT

HEALDSBURG, CA, March 7, 2007 --  Ferrari-Carano Vineyards and Winery Fume Blanc ranked highest in a recent Sauvignon Blanc tasting by the American Wine Society (AWS). After tasting 60 Sauvignon Blancs, the AWS National Tasting Project Committee narrowed the list to 11 wines. Thirty-four chapters representing 742 tasters in 18 different states participated in the AWS National Tasting Project. Scores were received from 701 people, including 20 certified wine judges. Ferrari-Carano’s 2005 Fume Blanc from Sonoma County scored the highest.

“I am excited and honored that our Fume Blanc received such a favorable response,” said Sarah Quider, Ferrari-Carano white wine winemaker. “As a winemaking team, our goal is to make complex, seamless wines that are balanced in both delicacy and richness. Our Fume Blanc is a great expression of that.”

The Ferrari-Carano Fume Blanc is a blend of 100 percent Sauvignon Blanc grapes from Dry Creek Valley, Alexander Valley and Russian River Valley. Zesty flavors and aromas of tropical fruit such as kiwi, gooseberry, pineapple and mango are complemented by a hint of grassiness and creamy citrus notes. Aging partially in stainless steel and older French oak gives this wine a crisp freshness and a subtle oak character that adds great complexity and depth. 

The grapes for this wine are gently destemmed and pressed, then moved directly to stainless steel tanks or older French oak barrels for fermentation. Individual lots are kept separate; the wine in barrel is sur lee aged and stirred every two weeks for four months, while the wine in stainless steel remains undisturbed. Quider and the winemaking team select from individual lots to create the final Ferrari-Carano Fume Blanc blend.


The suggested retail price for the Ferrari-Carano Fume Blanc is $16 per bottle. The Fume Blanc is available at most wine and liquor shops, as well as at Ferrari-Carano’s website, www.ferrari-carano.com.
